09/2023 Decree of the Director of IMS FSV UK (hereinafter IMS) for application of the citation standard in the seminar and qualification work of Czech-language bachelor programmes on IMS valid from Winter Semester 2023
The decree regulates the citation standard for Czech-language bachelor programmes on IMS. This citation standard shall be used during study in both seminar papers as well as in qualifying (bachelor) thesis submitted in winter semester 2023 and later on.
The decree recommends the use of this standard for all student papers that requires a note apparatus in the form of so-called "footnotes" according to the Chicago Manual of Style standard. If the teaching subject does not require a note apparatus of this type or requires the use of another standard (e.g. the Harvard "bracket" standard), the students follow the requirement of a subject's teacher.

This decree replaces Decree of the IMS director Nr. 21/2020.

The aim of any citation standard is to systematically and unambiguously identify the sources from which the scientific text draws. The IMS FSV UK citation standard is based on the standard Chicago Manual of Style.
 A footnote reference should be included for each statement (quotation or paraphrase) that requires support in the literature and then in alphabetical order in a bibliography structured according to the type of source at the end of the text. Only common knowledge and original ideas may be written without reference. Numbers in the text referring to footnotes are generally given using the automatic superscript function of the text editor, in the vast majority of cases just after the punctuation at the end of the sentence. Below are examples of links to most types of resources you may encounter. When there is any ambiguity about specific types of resources (e.g. archives), it is required to take special care to ensure consistency in the use of the reference throughout the text.

· Abbreviation "eds." implies the editors of the monograph,

· between the last and the penultimate author there is a conjunction "and" instead of a comma,

· the place of publication is given in the language of the book (e.g. "Praha" instead of "Prague"),

· in the bibliography, the names of the second and other authors remain in the format "First name Last name",

· in the bibliography, most of the information is separated by a full stop (instead of a comma or bracket in a footnote),

· one should refer to a specific chapter rather than the whole book if appropriate (see below),

· for page ranges (similarly to year ranges) use a dash (–), instead of a hyphen (-).

· the page range, unlike other types of references, follows the colon symbol ":",

· the bibliography lists the full page length of the article, not just the passages cited,

· some journals do not need to specify e.g. the issue number, in which case it is omitted,

· if the article has a DOI (Digital Object Identifier), it is always better to include this persistent identifier instead of the URL, 

· if possible, provide a shortened version of the URL (sometimes referred to as a "permalink"),

· instead of a URL link, it is also possible to provide the name of the database through which the article was accessed.

· if the Internet source corresponds to other abovementioned types (newspaper article, article in a professional periodical, e-book, etc.), the corresponding format of these sources is used preferably,

· if it is not possible to trace the author or other information, the information is omitted,

· the name of the web page or document, the URL address and the date of download are always referenced.

· time record can be refferenced in another format e.g. hh:mm:ss (hours:minutes:seconds).

· Whenever you use text generated by ChatGPT or similar tools, you must refer to it in the text and cite the used tool. It is forbidden to use ChatGPT or similar tools to generate substantive parts of text.

Remarks:
· If you have edited the AI-generated text, you should indicate this in the text or at the end of the note (e.g., content and language was edited by the author). It is not necessary to indicate text formatting changes.

· Although OpenAI assigns unique URLs to conversations generated by suggestions, these cannot be used by other person to access the same content (they require your login credentials). This makes a ChatGPT conversation similar to an email, phone or text conversation, i.e. any other type of personal communication. 

· If it is possible to refer to the ChatGPT as a publicly available link (e.g. via a browser extension such as ShareGPT or A.I. Archives), choose this citation format.

19. Abbreviated citations and repeated references to the same source

Full footnote is only given when the first reference to a specific source is made. For subsequent references, the abbreviated version is used. If the same source is referred to in succession, only the abbreviation 'Ibid.' is used. If this abbreviation is not followed by a page number, it means that the referenced information is not only in the same source but also on the same page.

Example:
At the first reference to the book Dvě století střední Evropy the footnote looks like this:

1 Jan Křen, Dvě století střední Evropy (Praha: Argo, 2019), 158–159.

Subsequently reference to another source is used:

2 Jiří Vykoukal, Bohuslav Litera a Miroslav Tejchman, Východ: Vznik, vývoj a rozpad sovětského bloku 1944–1989 (Praha: Libri, 2017), 74–77.

Furthermore, reference to the book Dvě století střední Evropy is used again:

3 Křen, Dvě století střední Evropy, 166.

Then reference to the book Východ is used again:

4 Vykoukal, Východ, 84–85.
Reference to the same source, i.e. the book Východ, is made immediately after:

5 Ibid., 111, 127–131.

Remarks:

· An abbreviated reference to a chapter in the book states the author's surname and the title of the chapter in quotation marks: 

1 Makyta, "Energetický dialóg EÚ a RF", 57.

· an abbreviated reference to a scientific article states the author's surname and the title of the article in quotation marks: 

2 Tolipov, "Uzbekistan and Russia", 3.

· references to other types of cited sources are abbreviated by analogy.
