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9/2022 Vyhlaska reditele k doktorskému studiu na IMS FSV UK - revize 6/2025

Institut mezinarodnich studii FSV UK nabizi doktorské studijni programy Mezinarodni
teritorialni studia a Moderni d€jiny, a to v prezencni i distancni formé, a v Cesko- 1
anglojazy¢né mutaci.

Cilem této vyhlasky je vysvétlit a specifikovat zakladni pojmy a vztahy tykajici se
doktorského studia na IMS FSV UK. Nadfizenymi normami vyhlasky jsou Pravidla pro
doktorské studium na IMS, Pravidla pro organizaci studia na FSV UK a Studijni a zkuSebni
rad UK.

CL 1 Garant programu

1. Garant programu je zodpovédny za obsah, prub¢h a organizaci doktorského studijniho
programu. Ztitulu své funkce je prubézné informovan Skoliteli, doktorandy a
administrativou o studijni a odborné¢ c¢innosti doktorandi. Jednou ro¢n€ v ramci
informacnich a koordinac¢nich aktivit svolava schiizku s doktorandy a Skoliteli.

2. Garant musi odsouhlasit zapojeni doktoranda do plnéni konkrétnich projektovych,
vyukovych ¢i administrativnich ¢innosti a musi byt informovan o jejich skutecném rozsahu,
ale 1 jejich faktickém uskutectiovani. Po konzultaci s vedoucim katedry, Skolitelem,
konzultantem ¢i vedoucim vyzkumného centra ma pravo upravit, omezit ¢i zrusit povinnosti
plynouci pro doktoranda z téchto aktivit, a to vyhradné¢ v zdjmu zdarného dokonceni
doktorského studia.

3. Garant je osobou, ktera ve spolupraci s feditelem institutu fesi pripadné neshody mezi
doktorandem, jeho Skolitelem, konzultantem, vedoucim katedry ¢i vedoucim vyzkumného
centra.

CL. 2 Skolitel

1. Skolitel vede doktorského studenta a je kli¢ovou osobou zodpovédnou za priibéh jeho studia
a je zodpovédny za vSechny studijné-administrativni nélezitosti tykajici se vztahu studenta
k oborové radé a garantovi piislusného programu. Na IMS FSV UK miuize byt $kolitelem
pouze interni zaméstnanec s titulem docenta nebo profesora. Vyjimku z tohoto ustanoveni
muze ve vyjime¢nych ptipadech v souladu s prislusnymi predpisy udélit pouze oborova
rada, a to na zdklad¢ odborné Ci projektové provazanosti Skolitele s doktorandem a
formalniho schvaleni védeckou radou FSV UK.
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2. Skolitel usmériuje studentiiv vyzkum v disertadni praci, podporuje jej v akademickych a
projektovych aktivitich souvisejicich s disertatnim projektem a zprostfedkovava jeho
kontakt s akademickym prostredim.

3. Skolitel je povinen si zajistit dostateéné ¢asové moznosti pro odpovédné vedeni doktoranda
a pravideln¢ kazdy mésic konzultovat s doktorandem vysledky jeho vyzkumu a pribéh
studia jako celku.

4. Skolitel priib&zné piipominkuje vSechny akademické texty zpracovavané studentem, t.
rozpracované ¢asti disertace, texty urcené k publikaci a projektové zadosti studenta.

5. Skolitel se Gi¢astni prezentace doktoranda na doktorské konferenci IMS a obhajoby disertace
svého doktoranda.

6. Skoliteli doktoranda, ktery zdarné dokonéi studium mezi 3. a 5. roénikem, nalezi odména
pfiznana rektorem a stanovena opatienim rektora ¢. 36/2021.

CL 3 Konzultant

1. Doktorskym studentim na IMS FSV UK je ustanoven vedle Skolitele také konzultant.
Postaveni konzultanta je podiazeno postaveni Skolitele.

2. Konzultantem muZze byt interni nebo externi odbornik zabyvajici se aktivné tématem
doktorandovy disertace. Konzultant je ustanoven rozhodnutim oborové rady na zakladé
navrhu garanta programu a souhlasu Skolitele. Hlavni roli konzultanta je posilit odborné
zazemi studentova vyzkumu.

3. Konzultant se setkava s doktorandem minimaln¢ jedenkrat za semestr ke kontrole ¢innosti
spojenych s praci na disertaci.

4. Konzultant se ucastni prezentace doktoranda na doktorské konferenci IMS. Dale se miize
Ucastnit statni zkousky a obhajoby disertace doktorandem, bez ohledu na skute¢nost, zda je
soucasti komise.

5. Konzultantovi doktoranda, ktery zdarn¢ dokonc¢i studium mezi 3. a 5. ro¢nikem, nalezi
odména hrazena z prostiredkit IMS FSV UK ve stejné vysi, jako odména ptiznana Skoliteltiim
rektorem a stanovend opatfenim rektora ¢. 36/2021.
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CL 4 Doktorand

1. Doktorské studium ptedpoklada intenzivni praci na disertatnim vyzkumu a fadné plnéni
individudlniho studijniho planu. Za vSechny ¢innosti nad rdmec stanoveného hodinového
rozsahu nélezi doktorandovi odména formou mimotadného stipendia. Zadavani tkolt nad
ramec tohoto rozsahu je konzultovano vedoucim katedry s garantem programu a Skolitelem,
aby nebyl ohroZen pribéh a zdarné dokonceni studia.

2. Doktorand je po pfijeti ke studiu pfidélen rozhodnutim Oborové rady k jedné z kateder,
jejimz ¢lenem-doktorandem se timto stava. Jeho povinnosti je Gi€astnit se porad piislusné
katedry a plnit zadani vedouciho katedry na ukolech odpovidajici z hlediska odbornosti
kategorii AP1 v rozsahu 8 hodin mésiéné (tedy 96 hodin roéng). Cinnost pro katedru
v odpovidajicim rozsahu vykazuje doktorand volnou formou pfislusSnému vedoucimu
katedry do konce cervna kazdého roku. Vedouci katedry ptedd souhrnnou informaci
garantovi programu za vSechny doktorandy nélezejici ke katedfe.

3. Doktorand se po nastupu na IMS povinné piihlési ke ¢lenstvi v jim zvoleném vyzkumném
centru a ucastni se jejich odbornych aktivit, pficemz na veskeré Cinnosti organizac¢niho
charakteru se vztahuje ustanoveni ¢l. 1, odst. 2 a ¢l. 4, odst. 1. Ve vztahu k vyzkumnému
centru a jejimu vedoucimu se na doktoranda vztahuji stejnd prava a povinnosti jako na
¢leny-zaméstnance. Dale se doktorandi povinné uc€astni vyzkumnych seminéiti IMS.

4. Publikace vzniklé v ramci plnéni povinnosti doktorského studia (piedepsané ISP) musi byt
povinné dedikovany IMS. Publikace dedikované jinym subjektim nebo nespravné
dedikované nebudou uzndny jako studijni povinnost v ramci doktorského studia. Za
publikacni ¢innost ndlezi doktorandim finan¢ni odména ve stejné vysi jako zaméstnanclim
IMS dle vyhlasky ¢. 4/2024.

5. U doktoranda se piedpoklada podani vyzkumného projektu nejpozde€ji do konce 2. ro¢niku.
IMS podporuje dalsi projektovou ¢innost doktoranda, kterd se ramcové vztahuje k tématu
disertace a kterd svym rozsahem nezamezi studentovi fadné pracovat na dokonceni studia.

6. Doktorand se zapojuje do vyuky na IMS v rdmci cviCeni a semindi vztahujicich se k tématu
disertace. Doktorand projde v 1. ro¢niku Skolenim pedagogické ¢innosti a mize asistovat na
vyuce Skolitele (pfipadné =zajisténé Skolitelem) v rozsahu maximalné jedné
pfednaSky/seminare (tedy 1 x 80 minut). Mezi 2. a 4. ro¢nikem oduc¢i samostatné celkem 3
vyukové jednotky (vyukovéa jednotka = 80 minut x 12 tydna). Vyuku doktorandim
organizuje zastupce feditele pro studium po dohodé se Skolitelem a na zakladé navrhu
sylabu pfipraveného doktorandem ve spolupraci se Skolitelem a garantem ptisluSného
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pfedmétu. Zadavani vyuky nad rdmec tohoto povinného rozsahu je podminéno souhlasem
doktoranda a konzultovano vedoucim katedry s garantem programu a Skolitelem, aby
nedoSlo k ohroZeni pribéhu a zdarného dokonceni studia. Za vyuku nad ramec
predepsaného rozsahu nalezi mimofadné stipendium ve vysi bézné pro externi vyucujici pii
dodrZeni ustanoveni ¢l. 1, odst. 2 této vyhlasky.

7. Doktorandovi nélezi za fadné interni studium v prvnim az ¢tvrtém rocniku stipendium ve
vysi zaru¢eného doktorského piijmu. VSechny ostatni pfijmy dostava doktorand nad ramec
zaruceného doktorského piijmu. Piijmy z projektové Cinnosti, vztahujici se k tématu
disertacni prace a piesahujici v souctu (zarueny doktorsky piijem + Ccisty piijem
z projektové ¢innosti k tématu diserta¢ni prace) 1,5 nasobek doktorského piijmu, jsou do né;
zapocitdvany vzdy sohledem na riznorodost projektovych prostfedkii na zakladé¢
individualniho ujednéni. Mechanismus a vySe zapocteni tohoto pfijmu musi byt schvalena
na zakladé dohody mezi garantem programu, feSitelem projektu a feditelem IMS, a to pred
ptijetim doktoranda do studia. V ptipadé nastupu doktoranda do nového projektu v priabéhu
studia musi tuto dohodu odsouhlasit také doktorand. Zapocteni nemd vliv na rozsah
studijnich povinnosti plnénych v rameci individudlniho studijniho planu interniho
doktorského studia.

8. Cinnosti a povinnosti uvedené v odst. 2, 3, 5 a 6 jsou pro studenty kombinované formy
studia volitelné, odstavec 7 se na tyto studenty nevztahuje.

CL 5 Vedouci katedry

1. Vedouci katedry je na zdkladé pokynll zastupce feditele pro studium zodpovédny za
koordinaci ¢innosti doktoranda v ramci katedry, a to vcetné koordinace jeho zapojeni do
vyuky predméth v gesci katedry. Vedouci katedry zve doktorandy na poradu katedry a miize
jim pfidélovat ukoly odpovidajici odbornosti AP1 v maximalnim rozsahu 8 hodin mési¢né
(pocitano kumulativné — 96 hodin ro¢n€). Vedouci katedry informuje garanty studijniho
programu o splnéni ustanoveni ¢l. 4 odst. 2.

2. Vramci odborné ¢innosti pro katedry mize doktorand na zakladé rozhodnuti vedouciho
katedry plnit roli konzultanta u bakalafskych a diplomovych praci pouze v ptipadé, Ze je
v dobé vypsani tématu prace minimalné¢ v druhém rocniku studia a prace tematicky
odpovidé disertatnimu zamétfeni doktoranda. Za tuto ¢innosti si doktorand miize zapocitat
za celou dobu vedeni prace max. 10 hodin u bakalafské prace a 15 hodin u diplomové prace.
Predpoklada se, ze doktorand povede v priabéhu svého studia maximalné tfi zavérecné
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kvalifikacni prace. Za vypracovani posudkll pro statni zavérecné zkouSky nalezi
doktorandovi odména jako internimu zaméstnanci IMS.

CL 6 Piechodn4 ustanoveni

1. Na studenty zapsané¢ do prvniho ro¢niku studia pfed AR 2025/2026 se nevztahuje ¢l. 4,
odstavce 6 a 7. U €l 4. odst. 7 je moznad dohoda o zapocteni piijmu dle vySe uvedeného
mechanismu pii souhlasu doktorského studenta.

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9/2022 Director's Decree on Doctoral Studies at IMS FSV UK — revision 6/2025

The Institute of International Studies, Faculty of Social Sciences at Charles University (IMS FSV
UK), offers doctoral study programmes in International Area Studies and Modern History, both in
full-time and part-time formats, in Czech and English language versions.

The purpose of this decree is to clarify and define key concepts and relationships pertaining to
doctoral studies at IMS FSV UK. Superior governing documents to this decree include the Rules for
Doctoral Study at IMS, the Study Regulations of FSV UK, and the Study and Examination Code of
the Charles University.

Article 1 — Programme Guarantor

1. The programme guarantor is responsible for the content, course, and organisation of the
doctoral programme. The programme guarantor is regularly informed by supervisors,
doctoral students, and administrative staff about the academic and research progress of
doctoral students. The guarantor organises an annual meeting with both students and
supervisors as part of information and coordination efforts.

2. The guarantor must approve any involvement of the doctoral student in a specific project,
teaching and, administrative activities, and must be informed about their scope and
implementation. The guarantor has the right to modify, limit, and cancel such obligations if
necessary to ensure successful completion of doctoral studies, following consultations with
the head of department, supervisor, consultant, or head of the research centre.

3. The guarantor - in cooperation with the Director of IMS - resolves disputes between the
doctoral student and their supervisor, consultant, department head, and head of the research
centre.

Article 2 — Supervisor

1. The supervisor guides the doctoral student and is the key person responsible for the progress
of the student’s studies, which includes all academic and administrative matters relating to
the programme guarantor and subject-area board., Only internal staff holding the title of
Associate Professor or Professor may be supervisors at IMS FSV UK. Exceptions to this
rule may be granted only by the subject-area board in accordance with relevant regulations
and based on the supervisor’s professional or project-based connection to the student, with
formal approval by the FSV UK Scientific Board.

2. The supervisor directs the student’s dissertation research, supports their academic and
project activities linked to the dissertation, and facilitates the student’s integration into the
academic community.
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3. The supervisor is required to allocate sufficient time to responsibly supervise the doctoral
student and consult with them their research results and overall study progress at least once
a month.

4. The supervisor is required to provide continuous feedback on all academic texts produced by
the student, including dissertation drafts, texts intended for publication, and project
proposals.

5. The supervisor attends the doctoral student’s presentation at the IMS doctoral conference
and the defence of their dissertation.

6. The supervisor, whose students successfully complete their studies between the 3rd and 5th
year, is entitled to a financial reward granted by the Rector under Rector’s Measure No.
36/2021.

Article 3 — Consultant

1. Doctoral students at IMS FSV UK are assigned a consultant in addition to a supervisor. The
role of the consultant is of a subordinate to that of the supervisor.

2. The consultant may be an internal or external expert actively engaged with the topic of the
student's dissertation. The consultant is appointed by the subject-area board, upon proposal
from the programme guarantor and with the supervisor’s consent. The main role of the
consultant is to enhance the academic base of the student’s research.

3. The consultant meets with the student at least once per semester to review the progress of
their dissertation.

4. The consultant attends the student’s presentation at the IMS Doctoral Conference. The
consultant may also attend the state doctoral exam and dissertation defence, regardless of
the fact whether they are a formal member of the examination committee.

5. The consultant, whose students successfully completed their studies between the 3rd and 5th
year, is entitled to a financial reward from the IMS FSV UK funds, equivalent to the reward
granted to supervisors under Rector’s Measure No. 36/2021.

Article 4 — Doctoral Student

1. Doctoral studies entail intensive work on dissertation research, and proper completion of the
individual study plan. Students are entitled to remuneration in the form of an extraordinary
scholarship for activities beyond the required hours. Any tasks beyond this scope must be
discussed between the department head with the programme guarantor and supervisor, to
avoid jeopardising the successful completion of studies.
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2. Upon admission, the doctoral student is assigned to a department by decision of the subject-
area board and becomes a member of that department. The student is required to attend the
respective department’s meetings and carry out tasks assigned by the department head,
corresponding to category AP1, up to 8 hours per month (96 hours annually). The student
reports these activities in a free-form manner to the department head by the end of June of
each year. The department head submits a summary report to the programme guarantor for
all students assigned to the department.

3. Upon joining IMS, the doctoral student must become a member of a selected research centre
and participate in its academic activities. All organisational tasks are governed by Article
1(2) and Article 4(1). The doctoral student has the same rights and responsibilities within
the research centre as employed members. Participation in IMS research seminars is
mandatory.

4. Publications resulting from doctoral study obligations (as required by the individual study
plan) must be attributed to IMS. Publications attributed to other institutions or incorrectly
attributed will not be recognised as a fulfilment of study requirements. Doctoral students are
entitled to publication rewards equal to IMS employees under Decree No. 4/2024.

5. The doctoral student is expected to submit a research project by the end of their 2nd year at
the latest. IMS supports the doctoral student’s additional project activities related to the
dissertation topic, provided these do not interfere with study progress.

6. The doctoral student participates in IMS teaching, primarily through seminars and exercises
related to their dissertation topic. The student undergoes training in teaching methods and
may assist their supervisor in one lecture/seminar (1 x 80 minutes) during the 1% study year.
Between the 2nd and 4th study year, the student is required to teach three course units (1
unit = 80 minutes per week for 12 weeks) independently. Teaching assignments are
organised by the Vice Director for Studies, in agreement with the supervisor and based on a
syllabus prepared by the student in cooperation with the supervisor and course guarantor.
Any teaching beyond this minimum must be approved by the student and discussed with the
department head, supervisor, and programme guarantor, in order to not to interfere with the
successful completion of the studies. Additional teaching is compensated with an
extraordinary scholarship equivalent to that of external lecturers, subject to Article 1(2).

7. Full-time doctoral students are entitled to a guaranteed doctoral income during their first to
fourth year of study. All other income is received in addition to this guaranteed income.
Income from research projects related to the dissertation topic that, together with the
guaranteed income, exceeds 1.5 times the doctoral income, may be partially offset. This is
determined based on individual agreements and must be approved by the programme
guarantor, project researcher, and IMS Director before admission. If the project begins
during the course of studies, the student must also approve the agreement. This offset does
not affect the required study obligations outlined in the individual study plan.
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Provisions in paragraphs 2, 3, 5, and 6 are optional for part-time students. Paragraph 7 does
not apply to part-time students.

Article 5 — Department Head

Based on instructions from the Vice Director for Studies, the department head coordinates
the student’s departmental activities, including their participation in teaching. The
department head invites students to department meetings and may assign tasks
corresponding to AP1, up to 8 hours per month (96 hours annually). The department head
informs programme guarantors whether Article 4(2) has been fulfilled.

With approval from the department head, the student may serve as a consultant for
bachelor’s and master’s theses, provided that the doctoral student is at least in his/her 2"
study year at the time of thesis topic announcement and if the topic aligns with their
dissertation. The student may claim up to 10 hours for supervising a bachelor’s thesis and
15 hours for a master’s thesis. It is expected that students will supervise no more than three
theses during their studies. The doctoral student is compensated for thesis assessments as an
internal IMS employee.

Article 6 — Transitional Provisions

Students admitted before the 2025/2026 academic year are not subject to Article 4(6) and
(7). However, an agreement on income offsetting under Article 4(7) may be concluded if
approved by the student.
